	What is a claim?
	A writer’s position on a problem or issue.

	
	

	What is support?
	Reasons and evidence that help to prove the claim. A writer may include many kinds of evidence, including eye-opening statistics, compelling anecdotes or relevant example.

	What are persuasive techniques?
	The specific methods that were used to sway your heart and mind.

	
	

	What are appeals by association?
	“Sell” a product or an idea by linking it with something or someone positive or influential

	
	

	What are emotional appeals?
	Use strong feelings, rather than facts and evidence to persuade.

	
	

	What is loaded language?
	Relies on words with strongly positive or negative associations.

	
	

	What is bandwagon?
	Taps into people’s desire to belong to a group.  EX: Don’t miss the fundraiser that’s everyone’s talking about!

	
	

	What is testimonial?
	Relies on the backing of a celebrity, an expert, or satisfied customer.  EX: As the lead singer of Destination Home, I know good sound when I hear it. That’s why I won’t go anywhere without my FX portable music player.

	
	

	
	

	What is appeal to fear?
	Makes people feel as if their safety, security, or health is in danger. EX: If a hurricane hit tomorrow, is your family safe?

	
	

	
	

	What is appeal to vanity?
	Uses flattery to win people over. EX: Were looking for talented athletes like you. Join our after-school running club.

	
	

	What are words with positive associations?
	Bring to mind something exciting, comforting, or desirable. EX: Sparkling waters, silky sands, and breezy air all await you at Shotgun Lake Park.

	
	

	
	

	What are words with negative associations?
	Call up unpleasant images experiences, or feeling. EX: The  calves were raised in cramped, filthy stalls.

	What is a counterargument?
	Arguments made to prove that the opposing viewpoint is wrong.

	
	

	What is vague language?
	Statements that are unclear. For example: “A number of young gamers”  This statement should be more specific. For example, twenty-seven students in one class were questioned, “Do you think video games are educational?    Twenty-one out of twenty-seven stated, “Yes, sometimes video games can be educational.”

	What are irrelevant examples?
	Examples in an essay that do not directly relate to the claim.

	What is overgeneralization?
	Statements too broad to be accurate.  Overgeneralizations often use words such as  always, never, everyone, or none.

	
	

	What is appeals to authority?
	A persuasive technique that references to people who are experts on a subject.

For example, a dentist recommending toothpaste.

	
	

	What are rhetorical questions?
