7. You estimate you can do 12 math problems in 45 minutes.  How long should it take you to do 20 math problems?

8. For every 100 families with TV sets, about 12 families like Star Trek, the Next Generation.  In a town of 23, 400 families who all have TV sets, how many families would you expect to like Star Trek, the Next Generation?

9. In 1800, there were only about 6 people per square mile of land in the U.S.  What was the approximate population in 1800 if there were about 364, 700 square miles in the U.S.?

10. Mr. Bradley read the supermarket advertisement in the newspaper.  He saw that grapefruits were on sale.  He can buy 4 for $1.  How many grapefruits can Mr. Bradley purchase for $4?
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
