1. anecdote: a brief story 

2. mnemonic: a memory device such as PEMDAS or AAAWWUUBBIS or FANBOYS

3. compound sentence: two independent clauses joined together by a coordinating conjunction and a comma - Mrs. Stillerman enjoys coffee in the morning, but she also likes tea. 

4. complex sentence: an indpendent clause and a dependent clause. If the dependent clause comes before the indpendent clause, you need a comma to connect the two clauses. 

5. subordinate conjunction - AAAWWUUBBIS and other conjunctions like that create dependent (aka subordinate) clauses. 

6. coordinating conjunctions - FANBOYS join together clauses, phrases, and words. 

7. focus - in an essay, the focus is the controlling idea. 

8. organizational structures - ways to organize your ideas in writing: compare and contrast; problem-solution; cause and effect; sequence; chronological order.
