Numerical vs. Categorical Data

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How do I choose and create graphs to represent data?
Numerical Data ~ The information or value is in the form of a number.  You are able to find the mean with numerical data.  Examples:  How old are you, what is your height.

Categorical Data ~ Its value is a name, not a number.  You are unable to find the mean with categorical data.  Examples:  Why were you absent from school, where did you vacation.
